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ALLENTOWN SCHOOL DISTRICT LAUNCHES 
KINDERGARTEN SIGN UP DAYS

February 14, 2008 (Allentown, PA) – Allentown School District is set to launch Kindergarten Sign Up Days, a push to pre-register all Allentown children for kindergarten classes starting in September 2008. The registration period will run April 28 through May 9, 2008.

“Kindergarten is extremely important in the educational development of children,” states Karen Boardman, Executive Director of Elementary Education. “It sets the tone for their educational journey and helps them learn language, numbers, and important social skills early. We encourage parents to enroll their children in kindergarten and give them a good head start in their school years.” 

Children who will be five years old on or before September 30, 2008 and live within the Allentown School District are eligible to be registered. Parents/legal guardians should fill out registration forms distributed by the District and return them to a neighborhood school to be assigned an appointment time.  Actual registration will take place during the scheduled appointment.  If a parent/guardian is unable to attend their appointment, they may go to another school to register on the dates listed below. 
“In the past few years, the District has seen a decline in advanced registration of kindergarten children,” says Susan Lozada, Executive Director of Community and Student Services for ASD. “Parents who wait till the first day of school to bring their children in will not have adequately prepared for their child’s entrance unless all the registration materials are completed and immunizations have occurred. We ask parents of soon-to-be kindergartners to work with us now.”

Parents are asked to bring with them their child’s immunization records, proof of birth, and proof of residence within the District. Parents are also required to bring their child to the registration, as teachers will be on hand to administer placement tests.
